WILLIAM DAVIS, Seagrove, North Carolina, is requesting a Special Use Permit for a
Rural Family Occupation to allow the construction of a 40" x 60' storage building for his
business (Seagrove Automotive Glass) at his residence located at 148 Scott Road, 5.04
acres, Richland Township, Secondary Growth Area, Zoning District RA, Tax ID#
7664867453.

Dauvis said that he currently rents a space beside the Seagrove Quik Chek and he would
like to move his business storage to his residence. Davis is proposing to construct a 40' x
60" storage building for his business. Davis said that there is a solar power farm and a
cell tower next to his property. Davis said that he operates a mobile glass service for
automotive, residential and commercial businesses. Davis said that he plans to knock
down the old barn on his property and construct the new building in its place.
