	Most people will be registered in North Carolina’s COVID-19 Vaccine Management System (CVMS).  This allows vaccine providers to know who has been vaccinated and with which vaccine to make sure people get the second dose of the same vaccine at the righ...
	Pharmacies, such as CVS and Walgreens, doing vaccinations as part of the federal retail pharmacy program do not use CVMS to register patients before giving vaccines. These pharmacies will use their own systems.
